A member of the Photographic Society of America shall act in accordance with all PSA policies. A member shall be honest in performing and reporting service to the Society. A member shall be ethical in making and presenting photographic images. Members not in compliance with this ethics statement will be subject to loss of PSA membership and/or awards and honors

ETHICS STANDARDS POLICY
1. a. Images submitted for competition shall originate as photographs by the entrant on photographic emulsion or acquired digitally. By virtue of submitting an entry, the photographer certifies the work as his own.

b. Any image accepted in a PSA-Recognized exhibition shall not be re-entered in the same format in the same section of the exhibition by using a different title or a like in-camera duplication or a reproduction duplication. An accepted image may not be re-titled for entry in the same section of any other PSA-recognized exhibition.

c. Images submitted in internal (PSA members only) competitions, contests, workshops, study-groups and the like shall strictly follow these standards, both written and as obviously intended, without reservation.

2. Information included in honors and awards proposals shall be exact and true.

3. Material submitted for possible publication in the PSA Journal and/or the PSA Website shall be solely the work of the author(s). Quotations from other material or gathered orally shall be carefully cited with credit given for all illustrations used, and permission to use copyrighted material must be obtained by the author.

STAR RATING INFORMATION -- COLOR SLIDE DIVISION -2005
REQUIREMENTS: Membership in PSA. Send photocopy of your current PSA membership card. Acceptances acquired before 1/1/2000 may apply toward any star rating. Acceptances acquired after that date must be earned during membership in PSA to be counted toward star ratings beyond the first star. Membership must be continuous. All acceptances must be in PSA recognized exhibitions as listed in the PSA Journal under the monthly Exhibition Listings or the annual CSD Who's Who listings, usually in the May Journal. Refer to the Journal for correct name of Exhibition. (It is important that Exhibitions are correctly identified).

The prerequisite for stars 2 - 5 is an approved application for the previous star. You may apply for more than one star at a time. It is helpful to include more acceptances than needed in case of errors. Extra acceptances will apply to the next star. As soon as you receive your exhibition catalog, check your acceptances. If there is an error, send a letter to the exhibition chairman and request that a correction is sent to the CSD Star Rating Director. Keep report cards until star approval is given. You may apply before you receive your catalog, but you must send a photocopy of your report card (showing title).

Some exhibitions now have more than 1 approved section in the CSD. A slide accepted in 1 section of an approved CSD exhibition is ineligible for additional acceptance credit in any other CSD approved section of that exhibition, either that year or in subsequent years.

For acceptances more than 10 years ago, you must submit proof of the acceptances by sending a copy of your report card (showing title) or a copy of the applicable catalog page and cover.

JUDGING: acceptance credits (up to 10% of qualifying acceptances for a star rating to a max. of 25, whichever is lesser, regardless of when earned) are given as follows: 3 if panel consists of 3 judges; 2 if 4 – 5 judges; 1 if 6 – 10 and 0 if more than 10. Judging must be in Color Slides and must be an approved exhibition.
Your application will be returned to you. When applying for your next star rating, begin your acceptance and title list numbering where the last approved rating ceased. Do not re-list previously approved titles or acceptances. When you apply for a new rating, the last approved list of titles and acceptances must be submitted with the new list.

FEES: United States and Canada $8.00 for each star - Overseas $10.00 for each star. When you apply for more than one star at a time, multiply the number of stars for which you are applying by the fee for one. (U.S. 2 stars cost $16.00 - Overseas 2 stars cost $20.00)  The fee must accompany the application. Make check payable to PSA. Overseas exhibitors may send US dollars. If you wish to pay by credit card, please fill out the attached form. The fee includes first class/air mail return, tab and certificate. The names of those receiving star rating will be published quarterly in the PSA Journal.

A Five Star Gold Medal is also awarded for the five star rating, which is specially engraved with your name and date. This is optional and the cost is $10.00. The tab indicating the star rating may be worn with the lapel pin, which may be ordered from PSA Headquarters in Oklahoma City.

PREPARING YOUR APPLICATION

Use 8-1/2 x 11 paper and print in ink or type. NO PENCIL, PLEASE! If you are preparing your application by hand, use lined paper. Use only one side of the paper. Place name and address at the top of each page and number the pages. Please use large enough font type to be read easily. Suggest 10 pt. or larger.
